Key to Success: What GCG does legislatively is major,
and our success is individual member input to elected
officials. There are enough of us, 12,257 members, to
be as we've been described, a sweetly formidable force
in state politics. General Assembly has 236 members;
we currently have 417 clubs. We're not

everywhere, and as an IRS 501(c) (3) nonprofit
organization we can't engage in partisan political
activity, show favoritism to candidates or endorse
candidates or we as an organization make

financial contributions, but as constituents we can let
those we elect know what we want them to do in
terms of laws to best represent us.

North Georgia’s hemlocks are in danger of almost total extinction due to a rapidly spreading infestation of the
hemlock woolly adelgid (HWA), an invasive insect from Asia with no local natural predator. Hemlock stands are of vital
importance to wildlife, water and air quality, local economy, and basic quality of life, and their loss would create
problems of enormous scope and dire consequences.

Many of the counties in the Laurel District already have the HWA infestation -- specifically Rabun, Habersham,
Stephens, Banks, Towns, White, Hall, Union, Lumpkin, Fannin, Gilmer, Pickens, and Murray Counties. There have also
been reports of it in Dawson, Walker, and Fulton Counties (about the southern end of the hemlock range). The level of
infestation is worse toward the east and less in the west at present, but it continues to spread westward.

We are interested in people who are concerned and ask them to contact us and join the efforts to save the hemlocks.
There are lots of different ways to volunteer — a lot or a little -- and of course financial support is always needed and
greatly appreciated. We run a very lean and careful organization, putting over 80% of our spending toward education
and charitable service, and are a registered 501(c)(3). If you know of a group that would be interested in having a
presentation or undertaking a hemlock help project, please let us know. Please visit our web site,
www.savegeorgiashemlocks.org or call the Hemlock Help Line 706-429-8010.

Inscription. In 1891 at this site, the Ladies Garden Club
was founded by twelve Athens ladies in the home of
Mrs. E. K. Lumpkin. Mrs. Lamar Cobb was the first
president. Beginning as a small neighborhood group, the
club extended membership to all Athens ladies
interested in gardening in 1892.

Initially, it was named the Cobbham Garden Club,
because many of the members were residents of
Cobbham. However, the garden club was reorganized in
1892 as the Ladies Garden Club and extended
membership to all Athens ladies interested in gardening.
In the spring of 1892 the group presented its first flower
and vegetable exhibition. By 1894 a set of standards,
similar to those of today, had been drawn up to make
the shows as professional as possible.
In 1936 the National Council of State Garden Clubs
recognized the Ladies Garden Club as America’s first
garden club.
